Maidstone Wind Symphony – one of the country’s leading adult wind orchestras – is staging a special concert in March to inspire future generations of young musicians and music lovers. And we’d love as many young people as possible to get involved!
The concert, entitled A Journey to the Stars, will take the audience on a musical journey through space with an exciting programme of music to excite and entertain, showcasing inspirational young performers along the way. 

We will be staging a range of workshops and instrument taster sessions on concert day, offering something for everyone from beginners to more experienced instrumentalists, composers, and budding conductors. 

But we also want to harness the artistic talents of young people in Maidstone by offering them the chance to design the concert programme cover, to have their artwork exhibited during the concert, and to have their artwork published on the MWS Facebook page.

One primary-aged and one secondary-aged winner will be chosen by members of MWS, and the winners’ artwork will be used as the front and back covers of the concert programme.

The brief - what you need to know

We are looking for poster-style artwork depicting personal interpretations of a journey to the stars.  The artwork must be an original design and not copied. It might feature rockets, planets, stars, extra-terrestrial beings, or whatever else the imagination might conjure up! All we ask is that it incorporates the words ‘A Journey to the Stars’. 

Designs need to be A4-sized and portrait (upright). Designs can use pencils, pens, paints or digital graphic design, but please no 3D or mixed material designs. 
We welcome individual entries as well as mass entries from local schools and other youth organisations. 

The closing date for entries is Friday, 28 February. All entrants will receive a 10% discount on concert tickets. 
All entries that meet the brief will also be displayed digitally on a big screen during the concert.

Please submit entries digitally by scanning or photographing them and emailing them as PDF of JPG files to eduction@maidstonewindsymphony.org. 

You must also attach a completed version of the Entry and Consent Form, which is at the end of this document or downloadable from our website.

Please also retain the original copies of the design in case we need to re-scan it for print or display purposes. 

Don’t forget to get your entries in before the closing date on Friday, 28 February 2020.

The concert begins at 3.30pm and will feature music including Star Wars, and Mars and Jupiter from Holst’s The Planets, as well as some music that you won’t have heard before, music that will blow your socks off!  We are excited to have two young players from within the MWS family (including a former Maidstone Young Musician of the Year aged just 11) performing solos. 
The event will feature the following workshop opportunities for young people:

· Interactive composition session with composer Stephen Richardson

· Conducting and music leading with our Music Director and Assistant Music Director
· An opportunity for woodwind, brass and percussionists to perform in the concert finale Jupiter with MWS

· Free instrument have-a-go sessions before the concert.
